	The Joint Working Protocol - Safeguarding children and young people whose parents/carers have problems with: mental health, substance misuse, learning disability and emotional or psychological distress.

The updated JWP has now been ratified by all of the 4 LSCBs. The protocol and a two-sided key messages/flow chart document, that can be  laminated or used as a poster, be found at 4LSCB Documents and Procedures.

	Case Reviews



	The Munro review  recommended that the Government should require LSCBs to use “systems methodology” when undertaking Serious Case Reviews and develop a national resource to support this approach. This is being considered as part of the Government Response to the Munro Review but it would require a change to the statutory guidance.

The Board is contributing to the national work of the Social Care Institute (SCIE) to consider the further development of this methodology. The “systems method” has the potential to be used across agencies in either SCRs or smaller scale reviews to support an analysis that goes beyond identifying what happened towards explaining why. It uses a single case to gain insights into underlying patterns that either support good practice or make poor practice more likely. It aims to result in generalisable findings, rather than providing explanations of issues specific only to the case of the particular child or family. 	Monitoring Effectiveness



	The Board is developing its framework for monitoring the effectiveness of agencies in safeguarding children in line with the Munro Review 2011.

Following changes in interagency computer systems, the Board are currently supporting work to review an effective method of organisations such as health accessing information about children and young people who either have a Child Protection Plan or about whom there is a child protection concern known to Children’s Services. 



	Role of Children’s Services Referral and Assessment Service



	The Board considered a presentation from the Hantsdirect Children’s Referral and Assessment Service. The central Children’s Reception Team deal with an average of  3,000 contacts a month with 40% of these being progressed to referral via one of seven local Referral and Assessment Teams. The recent Ofsted inspection was very positive about the way that the service had developed.

	Ofsted Inspection of Safeguarding and Looked After Children Services 2011

	Hampshire County Council Children’s Services and partners, including the LSCB, underwent an Inspection of Safeguarding and Looked After Children Services by Ofsted in July-August 2011. The inspection is a three yearly intensive review of services for the most vulnerable children and has a strong focus on child protection.

The inspection concluded that there was 'Outstanding partnership working' with all 22 areas of practice that were inspected receiving an “outstanding” or “good” grading. Thank you to everybody that contributed to the inspection.
